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Enrollment Requirements

Advzszng Internatlonal In March 2020, the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) released

Students guidance for continuing and new international students within the U.S. that
included more flexibility in enrollment requirements. This guidance has been
extended through Spring 2022. Pre-pandemic, international students could
only enroll in one online course towards their full-time enrollment, and the
remainder of their courses needed to be in face-to-face or hybrid format.
Currently, continuing international students can enroll in as many online
courses as necessary toward their full course of study. New international
students who arrive in Spring 2022 must enroll in at least one face-to-face
or hybrid course toward their full course of study during their first semester.

Social Security Procedures

International students must obtain a social security number if employed in

Interﬂational Affairs the United States. Currently, Social Security Administration (SSA) offices
are closed, and SSA representatives are meeting with students by
Upddtes appointment only in their Alton office. ISSS is working with the Alton SSA

Office to schedule these appointments after students submit SSN
application materials to ISSS. SIUE is temporarily permitting international
students to start working after ISSS has arranged their appointments.
Students are instructed to provide the SSN receipt they receive at their SSN
appointment, and their SSN numbers, to their hiring unit as soon as they
receive them.

Turkey

Meet Dr. Taner Turan, a visiting Research Scholar from Turkey, conducting
research in the Department of Economics.

"l 'am primarily interested in explaining the effects of International Financial
Institution programs on recipient countries recently. In principle, these
programs could play a vital role for ensuring sustainable economic
development, macroeconomic and external stability, and poverty reduction.
However, there is an ongoing debate about the implementation and efficacy
of these programs. In this context, detecting underlying problems and
suggesting some solutions would be important.

"I hold a master's degree and PhD in economics from North Carolina State
University and Hacettepe University, respectively. | am an associate professor
at Cukurova University. My main research areas are macroeconomics,
international economics, monetary economics, and economic growth. | have
many articles published in respected international journals such as Journal of
International Development, Singapore Economic Review, Portuguese Economic
Journal, Prague Economics Papers, and Environmental Economics and Policy
Studies.
