This agreement, dated _________________,  2005, is entered into between the above named clients and the above named team, in fulfillment of the course requirements for Computer Science 425, Senior Project: Software Design; and Computer Science 499, Senior Project: Software Implementation, at Southern Illinois University Edwardsville and the requirements set forth by the MIR Requirements Analysis Document (RAD). Duration of Agreement:

Team Requirements:

iii. MIR will receive proper recognition for the completion of the system.  The team’s name will appear throughout all items distributed with the system.

Delivery and Acceptance:

April 4, 2006 the system will be completed and delivered to the clients.  All members of MIR agree to attend the 2006 IEEE Robotics Competition in San Antonio, and provide any support needed to operate the robot at such time.  Any future changes to the system are the responsibility of the clients.  MIR will also provide soft and hard copies of the entire source code of the system to the clients.  Other documents generated during the system creation process will be available to the clients upon request.
After system delivery, it is the clients’ responsibility to maintain the system.  If the clients choose to modify the source code in any way they will be responsible for acquiring the necessary development tools.
Entire Agreement:

This contract is an agreement by MIR to produce the artificial intelligence to control a mobile device.  MIR is producing this system at no cost to the clients.  Due to the nature of this agreement, MIR will not be held accountable for any issues that arise which are associated with the system after the end of the Spring 2006 Semester.  The intellectual property rights of all source code and documentation will be held jointly by MIR and SIUE, but the clients have the right to use, modify, and distribute the system as they see fit.
