· To start a new LaTex file the file must first begin with:

\documentclass[12pt, a4paper]{article}
   Where 12pt can be any default font size.
· Next, in order for the document to work, you must entrance everything in your document between these tags:

· Since the predefined LaTex margins are very large, you can reduce the top margin with:

\addtolength{\voffset}{-1.5cm}
Making 1.5cm a larger number will reduce even more white space in the header.
