This agreement, dated this ______ day of ______________ 2005, is entered into between the above named Client and the above named Team, in fulfillment of the course requirements for Computer Science 425, Software Project Development; and Computer Science 499, Senior Project, at Southern Illinois University Edwardsville and Client’s requirement to develop a software system for CS 490: Expert Systems at Southern Illinois University Edwardsville which will enhance and add functionality to the currently used FreeShell system.

Duration of Agreement:

Team Extreme agrees to provide Dr. Yu with the labor to create an expert system shell application.  This agreement is valid from this day forward until the Termination Date, December 12th 2005.  On the Termination Date, this Agreement will be void.

Team Requirements:

i. Team Extreme will develop the software according to the Proposed System section listed in Exhibit A.


ii. Team Extreme will review and respond to software change requests within 3 working days of initial submission by the Client.


iii. Team Extreme will receive proper recognition for the completion of the software package.  The Team’s name will appear throughout all items distributed with the software.

Client Requirements: 

i. Dr. Xudong William Yu agrees to respond to developmental questions within three working days time when requested.  All software change requests must be submitted in writing to the FreeShell Live team.  The last software change request must be received no later than October 1st , 2005.


ii. Dr. Xudong William Yu will comply with any requests from the FreeShell Live team in order to complete requirements from Computer Science 425 and Computer Science 499.
Restrictions:

i. FreeShell Live will be developed as a Microsoft Windows 32-bit application.  It must be run on a computer running Windows 2000 or above.

The minimum system requirements include:
                  64 MB RAM
                  Pentium II Processor

Running the software on a system which does not meet these requirements will not be supported by the Team.


ii. Any changes to this agreement will not be binding unless they are submitted in writing and signed by all parties involved.


Limitations and Liability:

Team Extreme will not be held liable for any lost revenue, profit or data, or for special, indirect, consequential, incidental or punitive damages, however caused and regardless of any theory of liability, arising out of the use of or inability to use FreeShell live, even if Team Extreme has been advised of the possibility of such a loss or damage.

Following delivery, Dr. Yu will be responsible for all system maintenance and support of the FreeShell live system. 

Nonfunctional and Functional Requirements:

Team Extreme will produce an updated version of the FreeShell knowledge base editor. This updated version will incorporate an ability to publish expert systems to a form viewable over the World Wide Web. It will also include corrected versions of features from the original FreeShell as well as several additions. Specifically, the updated knowledge base editor will incorporate the following features: add rule, remove rule, edit rule, add variable, remove variable, edit variable, print rules in IF / THEN form, save knowledge base, open knowledge base, preview expert system, check expert system for syntactic and semantic inconsistencies, check expert system for completeness.
All additional nonfunctional and functional requirements are detailed in the attached Exhibit A.

Testing and Training:

Team Extreme will agree to provide periodic acceptance testing of the application with Dr. Yu during the development of the application.

Upon the completion of the application Team Extreme will provide Dr. Yu with onsite training for up to a maximum of two hours.  This onsite training will take place no later than November 28th, 2005.

Delivery and Acceptance:

December 2005, FreeShell live will be completed and delivered to Dr. Yu.  Upon delivery, it will be initially installed by Team Extreme.  Any future installations are the responsibility of Dr. Yu.

Team Extreme will also provide soft and hard copies of the entire source code of the application to Dr. Yu.

After software delivery and training it is Dr. Yu’s responsibility to maintain the software and all data associated with it.  If Dr. Yu chooses to modify the source code in any way he will be responsible for acquiring the necessary development tools.

Entire Agreement:

This contract is an agreement by Team Extreme to produce an expert system shell program for Dr. Yu.  Team Extreme is producing this software for Dr. Yu at no cost.  Due to the nature of this agreement, Team Extreme will not be held accountable for any issues that arise which are associated with the FreeShell Live after the end of the December Semester 2005.  The intellectual property rights of all source code and documentation will be held jointly by Team Extreme and S.I.U.E., but Dr. Yu has the right to use, modify, and distribute the application so long as he do not violate the rights of Team Extreme.
